(d)  The serving DEM must, upon a report of possible 

violations of Section 480.0485, F.S., and/or Rule 64B7-26.010, 

F.A.C., related to sexual misconduct, report the incident to the 

Board within three days;  

(e)  The serving DEM must ensure compliance with the 

provisions of Sections 456.0341, and 480.043, F.S., regarding 

human trafficking, including ensuring that all practitioners are 

aware of the establishment’s procedure for reporting suspected 

human trafficking; and
