The Florida Division of Emergency Management (the Division)

Grant Program (HMGP) Post-Fire, authorized by Section 

20602 of the Bipartisan Budget Act of 2018. The incident 

period includes those counties that have been declared for a Fire 

Management Assistance (FMA) between the dates of May 6th,

which was then aggregated into one HMGP Post-Fire 

declaration, FM-5307-FL. 

Eligible project types are the same as HMGP, although FEMA 

encourages the use of these funds for the mitigation of wildfire 

and related hazards, such as flood or erosion.
