The Amended Order denied as moot Petitioner’s request for
variance from the shelf-life requirements set forth in rule 5K-
10.003, F.A.C.; Petitioner’s other variance requests were
granted on the condition that compliance with all other
applicable laws and rules be maintained, as Petitioner had
demonstrated that the purpose of underlying statute will be
achieved by other means and that Petitioner would suffer a
substantial hardship without the requested relief.
