Upon such application and
request from the applicant, the District will evaluate whether to
modify the existing permit duration, provided the applicant
demonstrates reasonable assurances that the use will continue
to _meet the initial conditions for issuance for the requested
duration. No permit duration will be modified pursuant to this
provision for a period of less than five years or longer than ten

years.
