(4) The Florida Lottery is authorized to provide a
temporary Certificate of Authority to a contracted retailer for
the sale of lottery tickets at special events. Special events are
public activities throughout the State of Florida, such as fairs,
festivals, concerts and sporting events, in which the Florida
Lottery participates as a sponsor.
