This 

practice allows avoidance of unnecessary expense and delay 

imposed by testing to a new edition of a standard despite the 

fact that the existing data indicates that the product meets or 

exceeds the requirements thereof. The rule is amended to 

recognize the equivalency of the standards identified.
