The district may use any remedy 

available to it under Chapter 120 or 373, F.S. and Chapter 

40B-1, F.A.C., to cause the unpermitted use or development to 

be removed or brought into compliance with Chapter 373, 

F.S., and this chapter. 

(3) It is prohibited for any person to operate any 

motorized vehicle within a work of the district that includes 

the channel of a stream as defined by the normally recognized 

bank. Law enforcement officers, during the normal course of 

their duties, are exempt from this rule. 

(3)(4) Damage to works of the district resulting from 

violations specified in subsections 40B-4.3040(1) through 

(2)(3), F.A.C., above shall be repaired by the violator.
