PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of this rulemaking is 

to correct drafting errors in Rule 40D-8.624, F.A.C. The effect 

of the rule is to support the District’s water supply planning, 

water use permitting, and environmental resource permitting 

programs. 

SUMMARY: Section 373.042, F.S., requires the District to 

establish minimum flows and levels for lakes, wetlands, rivers 

and aquifers within the District’s boundaries. Over time, errors 

have occurred in Tables 8-2 and 8-3 of the rule. This rulemaking 

is necessary to correct those errors, as follows:
