6. The Ordinance is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive
Plan generally, as required by Section 163.3177(1), Florida
Statutes, and is specifically consistent with Objective 4-1.3 and
Policy 4-1.3.1.
7. All land development regulations enacted, amended, or
rescinded within an area of critical state concern must be
consistent with the principles for guiding development for that
area. See Section 380.05(6), Florida Statutes. The Principles for
Guiding Development for the City are set forth in Rule 28-
36.003, Florida Administrative Code.
8. The Ordinance is consistent with the Principles for Guiding
Development for the City as a whole, and specifically furthers
the following Principles:
(1)(a) Strengthen local government capabilities for managing
land use and development; and
(1)(h)  Protection of the public health, safety, welfare and
economy of the City of Key West, and the maintenance of Key
West as a unique Florida resource.
WHEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the Department finds
that Ordinance No. 22-02 is consistent with the City’s
Comprehensive Plan and the Principles for Guiding
