(1) The determination as to whether probable cause exists that a violation of the provisions of Chapters 456 and 458, F.S., and/or the rules promulgated pursuant thereto, has occurred shall be made by a majority vote of a probable cause panel of the Board.

(2) There shall be two probable cause panels of the Board. Each probable cause panel shall be composed of three members, one of whom may be a physician who was a past Board member who is not currently appointed to the Board and one of whom may be a past lay member who is not currently appointed to the Board. One member of the probable cause panel must be a current Board member.

(3) In instances when the probable cause panel is considering cases involving a physician assistant, the panel shall also have a physician assistant participating on the probable cause panel. The physician assistant is only permitted to hear cases involving discipline of physician assistants. If the physician assistant is not able to attend the meeting of the probable cause panel, the panel may consider the case and vote on the matter in the absence of the physician assistant.

(4) The probable cause panel members shall be selected by the Chair of the Board, one (1) of whom shall be designated by the Chair of the Board as the presiding officer of the panel.

(5) Each probable cause panel shall meet at such times as called by the presiding officer of the panel or by two members of the panel.

64B8-1.002 Other Board Business for Which Compensation is Allowed.

The following is defined to be other business involving the Board pursuant to Section 456.011(4), F.S.:

(1) All joint Board or Committee meetings required by statutes, Board rule or Board action.

(2) Meetings of Board members with Department staff or contractors of the Department at the Department’s or the Board’s request. Any participation or meeting of members noticed or unnoticed will be on file in the Board office.

(3) Where a Board member has been requested by the State Surgeon General to participate in a meeting.

(4) Probable Cause Panel Meeting.

(5) All activity of Board members, if authorized by the Board, when grading, proctoring or reviewing examinations given by the Department.

(6) All participation in Board authorized meetings with professional associates of which the Board is a member or invitee. This would include all meetings of national associations of registration Boards of which the Board is a member as well as Board authorized participation in meetings of national or professional associations or organizations involved in educating, regulating or reviewing the profession over which the Board has statutory authority.

(7) Any and all other activities which are Board approved and which are necessary for Board members to attend in order to further protect the public health, safety and welfare, through the regulation of which the Board has statutory authority.

(8) All attendance at continuing medical education courses for the purpose of monitoring said course.
(9) All travel to and from Board meetings or other Board business that involves the use of all or any part of a day prior to or subsequent to completion of the Board meeting or other Board business.

(1) A Board member’s absence from a Board meeting shall be considered unexcused if the Board member had not received approval of the Chair or the Chair’s designee prior to missing the meeting.

(2) Arriving late for a Board meeting or leaving early from a Board meeting without prior approval of the Chair or the Chair’s designee shall be considered an unexcused absence.

In addition to the requirements of Section 458.319(3), F.S., each person holding a license issued pursuant to Chapter 458, F.S., must maintain on file with the Board of Medicine the current address at which any notice required by law may be served by the Board or its agent. Within 60 days of changing this address, whether or not within this state, the licensee shall notify the Board in writing of the new address at which the licensee may be served with notices or other documents. The written notification to the Board may be made electronically.

64B8-1.008 Public Comment.

The Board of Medicine invites and encourages all interested parties to provide comment on matters or propositions before the Board or a committee of the Board. The opportunity to provide comment shall be subject to the following:

(1) Interested parties will be given an opportunity to provide comment on subject matters before the Board after an agenda item is introduced at a properly noticed board meeting.

(2) Interested parties shall be limited to three (3) minutes to provide comment. This time shall not include time spent by the presenter responding to questions imposed by Board members, staff or board counsel. The chair of the Board may extend the time to comment if time permits.

(3) An interested party shall notify board staff in writing of its interest to be heard on a proposition or matter before the Board. The notification shall identify the party, indicate its support, opposition, or neutrality, and identify who will speak on behalf of the party if the interested party is a group or faction of persons consisting of five (5) or more persons. Interested parties may use pseudonyms if they do not wish to identify themselves.
