of pleadings and other papers shall be made. 3. A statement that you are requesting an administrative hearing and dispute the material facts alleged by the Department, in which case you must identify the material facts that are in dispute (formal hearing), or that you request an

administrative hearing and that you do not dispute the facts alleged by the Department (informal hearing). 4. A statement of when (date) you received this Notice and the file number of this Notice. Your request for a hearing must be received at the address shown on this

Notice within twenty-one (21) days of receipt of this Notice. If you fail to obtain a Release from this Notice or fail to request an administrative hearing within the twenty-one (21) day deadline, you waiver your right to a hearing and the Department may enter a Final Order
imposing up to the maximum penalties as authorized by Florida Law.

HEARING WAIVER: | hereby waive a notice and a hearing, as provided in Chapter 120. Florida Statutes, as to why the tomatoes should not be placed under Stop-Sale and hereby consent to the Stop-Sale.
