Hhotline (“Hotline”) will be screened without regard to the
immigration status of the alleged victim or the family or
household of the victim, pursuant to the procedures
established in Chapter 65C-29 65€-10, F.A.C. A child’s
immigration status will be determined through the Systematic
Alien Verification for Entitlements Program (SAVE) only,
concurrent with the ongoing investigation into allegations of
abuse, abandonment or neglect, and only in an effort to
promote the child’s best interests, which includes ascertainings
in-goed-faith; a child’s eligibility for public benefits or need
for a special immigrant juvenile visa. No such status check or
other contact shall be made for the purpose of seeking the
child’s or the family’s detention by Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE) NS or the initiation or resumption of
deportation or exclusion proceedings against the child or the
child’s family, irrespective of the outcome of the dependency
proceeding. No staff member from the Department of Children
and Families, Sheriff’s Office conducting child protective
investigations, or Community-based Care or subcontracted
provider Family-Services-staff-member may attempt to place
any undocumented foreign national alien child in ICE NS
custody. The immigration status of a child shall have no
bearing on either the care or service rendered-by-Department
of Children—and-—Family-Services to a child or on judicial
proceedings undertaken by Department of Children and
Families, Sheriff’s Office child protective investigations unit
and Community-based Care, or their subcontracted provider
staff Family—Services on behalf of the child.
