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FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. The Florida Keys Area is designated by section 

380.0552, Florida Statutes, as an area of critical state concern. 

Monroe County is a local government within the Florida Keys 

Area. 

2. The Ordinance was adopted by Monroe County on May 

27, 2016, and rendered to the Department on July 26, 2016. 

3. The Ordinance amends the Monroe County Land 

Development Code (“Code”) in its entirety. The updates to the 

Code include, but are not limited to, updating definitions, 

removing obsolete language, addressing non-conforming uses 

and structures, providing new opportunities for community 

participation, addressing variances for lot line setback and 

non-shoreline setbacks, providing submittal requirements for 

lot line deviations, establishing a bi-annual review of facility 

standards, updating references to the Florida Administrative 

Code, limiting fences to 6-feet, addressing landscape, 

irrigation, and outdoor lighting standards, strengthening traffic 

study requirements, and creating to minding restoration 

requirements. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

4. The Department is required to approve or reject land 

development regulations that are adopted by any local 

government in an area of critical state concern. Sections 

380.05(6), and 380.0552(9), Florida Statutes. 

5. “Land development regulations” include local zoning, 

subdivision, building, and other regulations controlling the 

development of land. Section 380.031(8), Florida Statutes. 

The regulations adopted by the Ordinance are land 

development regulations. 

6. The Ordinance is consistent with the Monroe County 

Comprehensive Plan generally, and specifically, General 

Policy 2, as required by section 163.3177(1), Florida Statutes. 

7. All land development regulations enacted, amended, or 

rescinded within an area of critical state concern must be 

consistent with the principles for guiding development for that 

area. Sections 380.05(6) and 380.0552(9), Florida Statutes. 

The Principles for Guiding Development for the Florida Keys 

Area of Critical State Concern are set forth in section 

380.0552(7), Florida Statutes. 

8. The Ordinance is consistent with the Principles for 

Guiding Development as a whole, and specifically furthers 

section 380.0552(7)(a), Florida Statutes, which requires 

“strengthening local government capabilities for managing 

land use and development so that local government is able to 

achieve these objectives without continuing the area of critical 

state concern designation.” 

WHEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the Department 

finds that Monroe County Ordinance No. 006-2016 is 

consistent with the Monroe County Comprehensive Plan and 

Principles for Guiding Development for the Florida Keys Area 

of Critical State Concern and is hereby APPROVED. 

This Order becomes effective 21 days after publication in 

the Florida Administrative Register unless a petition is timely 

filed as described in the Notice of Administrative Rights 

below.
