(10)(9) Each district school board shall produce or have
produced the Diplomas and Certificates of Completion in the
quantity and as needed to be awarded to the students in the
public schools of that district. Any person producing copies
shall, pursuant to Section 15.03(3), F.S., and Rule 1-2.0021,
F.A.C., secure approval from the Department of State to print
the State Seal on such copies.

6A-1.09951 Requirements for the Florida Seal of
Biliteracy Program

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: To set forth the requirements for

the Silver and Gold Seal of Biliteracy for high school students
with a standard diploma who attain a high level of competency
in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in one or more
foreign languages in addition to English. This rule sets forth
the requirements for students to earn high school credits in a
foreign language without enrolling or completing foreign
language courses. The effect is that qualifying high school
graduates will be awarded seals on their high school diplomas
and qualifying high school students will be awarded credits in
foreign language courses.

SUMMARY: This rule establishes the criteria for the Florida
Seal of Biliteracy.
