FINAL ORDER
APPROVING POLK CITY ORDINANCE NO. 2012-1293
The Department  of Economic Opportunity
(“Department”) hereby issues its Final Order, pursuant to
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section 380.05(6), Florida Statutes, approving land

development regulations adopted by the Polk City, Florida,

(the “City”) Ordinance No. 2012-1293 (the “Ordinance”).
FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The Green Swamp Area is designated by section
380.0551, Florida Statutes, as an area of critical state concern.
The City is a local government within the Green Swamp Area
of Critical State Concern.

2. The Ordinance was adopted by the City on August 13,
2012, and rendered to the Department on March 17, 2017.

3. The Ordinance amends the City’s Unified Land
Development Code by creating the definition and allowing for
the use of farmers markets.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

4. The Department is required to approve or reject land
development regulations that are adopted by any local
government in an area of critical state concern. See section
380.05(6), Florida Statutes.

5. “Land development regulations” include local zoning,
subdivision, building, and other regulations controlling the
development of land. Section 380.031(8), Florida Statutes.
The regulations adopted by the Ordinance are land
development regulations.

6. The Ordinance is consistent with the City’s
Comprehensive Plan generally, as required by section
163.3177(1), Florida Statutes, and specifically Future Land
Use Element Objective 4.

7. All land development regulations enacted, amended, or
rescinded within an area of critical state concern must also be
consistent with the principles for guiding development for that
area. See section 380.05(6), Florida Statutes. The Principles
for Guiding Development for the Green Swamp Area of
Critical State Concern are set forth in rule 28-26.003(1),
Florida Administrative Code.

8. The Ordinance is consistent with the Principles for
Guiding Development as a whole, and specifically, Principle
(1)(a) “Minimize the adverse impacts of development on
resources of the Floridan Aquifer, wetlands, and flood-
detention areas.”

WHEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the Department
finds that the Polk City Ordinance No. 2012-1293 is consistent
with the City’s Comprehensive Plan and the Principles for
Guiding Development for the Green Swamp Area of Critical
State Concern and is hereby APPROVED.
