PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The Florida Fish and Wildlife 

Conservation Commission (Commission) is considering 

changes to state Gulf red snapper regulations based on recent 

federal regulation changes. The U.S. Secretary of Commerce 

recently approved delegating authority to manage private 

recreational red snapper harvest in federal waters from the Gulf 

of Mexico Fishery Management Council (Council)/NOAA 

Fisheries to the states long-term starting in 2020. 

The purpose of these rule amendments is to extend Florida’s 

regulations for Gulf recreational red snapper harvest (i.e., 

seasons, bag limits, and size limits) into Gulf federal waters. 

This rule amendment would also streamline the process used to 

set the season and allow federally-permitted for-hire vessels, 

which have their own season set by NOAA Fisheries, to possess 

(but not harvest) red snapper in state waters while the federal 

for-hire season is open but state waters are closed. Additionally, 

this rule amendment will also include minor, non-substantive 

technical changes to current rule language. 

SUMMARY: These rule amendments will modify state Gulf 

red snapper regulations to extend Florida’s regulations for Gulf 

recreational red snapper harvest into Gulf federal waters for 

2020 and beyond. These rule amendments will also streamline 

the process used to set the annual season, allow an exception 

for federally-permitted for-hire vessels to possess (but not 

harvest) red snapper in state waters when state waters are 

closed, and make minor, non-substantive technical changes to 

current rule language.

68B-14.001 Purpose and Intent, Designation as Restricted 

Species. 

(1) Purpose and intent. 

(a) through (c) No change. 

(d) The size limit, bag limit, and seasons for red snapper 

harvested recreationally in the Gulf of Mexico apply to all 

recreational harvesters within or without Florida waters, except 

for recreational harvesters on a vessel that has been issued a 

valid federal Charter/Headboat permit for Gulf Reef Fish 

pursuant to 50 C.F.R. §622.20(b) any time during the fishing 

year.  Vessels for hire that do not possess aboard the vessel a 

valid federal Gulf of Mexico Charter/Headboat permit for Reef 

Fish pursuant to 50 C.F.R. §622.20(b) are prohibited from 

fishing for or possessing red snapper in federal EEZ waters of 

the Gulf of Mexico.

68B-14.002 Definitions. 

For purposes of this chapter, except where the context clearly 

requires otherwise: 

(1) through (2) No change. 

(3) “Fork length” means the length of a fish as measured 

from the tip of the snout to the rear center edge of the tail. 

(3)(4) “Goliath grouper” means any fish of the species 

Epinephelus itajara, or any part thereof. 

(4)(5) “Gulf of Mexico” means that body of water north 

and west of the line described in the definition of “Atlantic 

Ocean” contained in subsection (1), of this rule. 

(6) “Harvest” means the catching or taking of a fish by any 

means whatsoever, followed by a reduction of such fish to 

possession. Fish that are caught but immediately returned to the 

water free, alive and unharmed are not harvested. In addition, 

temporary possession of a fish for the purpose of measuring it 

to determine compliance with the minimum size requirements 

of this chapter shall not constitute harvesting such fish, 

provided that it is measured immediately after taking, and 

immediately returned to the water free, alive and unharmed if 

undersize 

(5)(7) “Harvest for commercial purposes” means the taking 

or harvesting of fish for purposes of sale or with intent to sell or 

in excess of established bag limits. 

(6)(8) “Headboat” means a vessel that holds a valid 

Certificate of Inspection issued from the U.S. Coast Guard to 

carry passengers for hire when it carries a passenger who pays 

a fee or when there are more than three persons aboard, 

including operator and crew. 

(9) “Land,” when used in connection with the harvest of a 

fish, means the physical act of bringing the harvested fish 

ashore. 

(10) “Nassau grouper” means any fish of the species 

Epinephelus striatus, or any part thereof. 

(11) “Person” means any natural person, firm, entity or 

corporation. 

(12) “Spearing” means the catching or taking of a fish by 

bow hunting, gigging, spearfishing, or by any device used to 

capture a fish by piercing the body. Spearing does not include 

the catching or taking of a fish by a hook with hook and line 

gear or by snagging (snatch hooking). 

(13) “Total length” means the straight line distance from 

the most forward point of the head with the mouth closed, to the 

farthest tip of the tail with the tail compressed or squeezed, 

while the fish is lying on its side. 

(14) “Trip” means a fishing trip of whatever duration 

which begins with departure of the fishing vessel from a dock, 

berth, beach, seawall, or ramp and which terminates with return 

to a dock, berth, beach, seawall, or ramp.

(c) Red snapper. Except as provided elsewhere in this 

chapter rule, no recreational harvester shall harvest in or from 

state waters of the Atlantic Ocean, nor possess while in or on 

state waters of the Atlantic Ocean, more than 2 red snapper per 

day, nor shall a recreational harvester harvest in or from state 

waters of the Gulf of Mexico, nor possess while in or on state 

waters of the Gulf of Mexico, more than 2 red snapper per day. 

On any vessel licensed to carry customers wherein a fee is paid, 

either directly or indirectly, for the purpose of taking or 

attempting to take marine fish in the Gulf of Mexico, the 

applicable bag and possession limit specified in this rule shall 

not extend to the operator of such vessel or any person 

employed as a crewman of such vessel.

(2) Red Snapper Closed Seasons. Except for persons 

harvesting red snapper for commercial purposes pursuant to 

Rule 68B-14.0045, F.A.C., no person shall harvest in or from 

state waters of the Gulf of Mexico any red snapper outside of 

the open season established by the procedure in subsection (1).
