APPROVING CITY OF KEY WEST ORDINANCE NO. 25-

07 

The Florida Department of Commerce (“Department”) hereby 

issues its Final Order, pursuant to Section 380.05(6), Florida 

Statutes, approving land development regulations adopted by 

the City of Key West, Florida (“City”), by Ordinance No. 25-

07 (“Ordinance”). 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1.The City is designated within an area of critical state concern. 

See § 380.0552, Fla. Stat., and Rule 28-36.002, Fla. Admin. 

Code. 

2.The City adopted the Ordinance on February 4, 2025, and 

rendered it to the Department on March 7, 2025. 

3.The Ordinance amends Chapter 110 of the City’s Land 

Development Regulations to create Section 110-296, entitled 

Use of Florida Statute 163.045, which lays out the process for 

residential property owners to submit documentation required 

under Section 163.045, Florida Statues if hazardous trees are 

removed or heavy maintenance is performed at the property. 

The Ordinance also explains the consequences for failure to 

timely submit the required documentation. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

4. The Department is required to approve or reject land 

development regulations that are adopted by any local 

government in an area of critical state concern. See Section 

380.05(6), Florida Statutes. 

5. “Land development regulations” include local zoning, 

subdivision, building, and other regulations controlling the 

development of land. Section 380.031(8), Florida Statutes. The

6. The Ordinance is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive 

Plan generally, as required by Section 163.3177(1), Florida 

Statutes, and is specifically consistent with Goal 1-1, Objective 

1-1.12, and Policy 1-1.12.1. 

7. All land development regulations enacted, amended, or 

rescinded within an area of critical state concern must be 

consistent with the principles for guiding development for that 

area. See Section 380.05(6), Florida Statutes. The Principles for 

Guiding Development for the City are set forth in Rule 28-

36.003, Florida Administrative Code. 

8. The Ordinance is consistent with the Principles for Guiding 

Development for the City as a whole, and specifically furthers 

the following Principles: 

(a) Strengthen local government capabilities for managing land 

use and development; and 

(h) Protection of the public health, safety, welfare and economy 

of the City of Ley West, and the maintenance of Key West as a 

unique Florida resource. 

WHEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that Commerce finds that 

Ordinance No. 25-07 is consistent with the City’s 

Comprehensive Plan and the Principles for Guiding 

Development for the City and is hereby APPROVED. 

This Final Order becomes final 21 days after publication in the 

Florida Administrative Register unless a petition is timely filed 

as described in the Notice of Administrative Rights.

FINAL ORDER 

APPROVING MONROE COUNTY ORDINANCE NO. 003-

2025 

The Florida Department of Commerce (“Department”) hereby 

issues its Final Order, pursuant to sections 380.05(6) and 

380.0552(9), Florida Statutes, approving land development 

regulations adopted by Monroe County, Florida (the “County”), 

Ordinance No. 003-2025 (the “Ordinance”). 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

1. The Florida Keys Area is designated by section 380.0552, 

Florida Statutes, as an area of critical state concern. The County 

is a local government within the Florida Keys Area. 

2. The Ordinance was adopted by the County on January 15, 

2025, and rendered to the Department on February 14, 2025. 

3. The Ordinance amends Section 118-15(5) of the County’s 

Land Development Code to add language permitting marinas as 

an allowed use on parcels that are both within Unit 57 of the 

Coastal Barrier Resources System and located in the Safe 

Harbor Community Center Overlay District.

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4. The Department is required to approve or reject land 

development regulations that are adopted by any local 

government in an area of critical state concern. See §§ 

380.05(6) and 380.0552(9), Fla Stat. 

5. “Land development regulations” include local zoning, 

subdivision, building, and other regulations controlling the 

development of land. § 380.031(8), Fla. Stat. The regulations 

adopted by the Ordinance are land development regulations. 

6. The Ordinance is consistent with the Monroe County 

Comprehensive Plan generally, as required by section 

163.3177(1), Florida Statutes, and specifically, with Policy 

212.3.2.5. 

7. All land development regulations enacted, amended, or 

rescinded within an area of critical state concern must be 

consistent with the principles for guiding development for that 

area. §§ 380.05(6) and 380.0552(9), Fla Stat. The Principles for 

Guiding Development for the Florida Keys Area of Critical 

State Concern are set forth in Section 380.0552(7), Florida 

Statutes. 

8. The Ordinance is consistent with the Principles for Guiding 

Development as a whole, and specifically complies with the 

following: 

(a) Strengthening local government capabilities for managing 

land use and development so that local government can achieve 

these objectives without continuing the area of critical state 

concern designation; and 

(b) Protecting shoreline and marine resources, including 

mangroves, coral reef formations, seagrass beds, wetlands, fish 

and wildlife, and their habitat. 

WHEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the Department finds 

that Monroe County Ordinance No. 003-2025 is consistent with 

the Monroe County Comprehensive Plan and Principles for 

Guiding Development for the Florida Keys Area of Critical 

State Concern and is hereby APPROVED. 

This Order becomes effective 21 days after publication in the 

Florida Administrative Register, unless a petition is timely filed 

as described in the Notice of Administrative Rights below.
