County Clerk’s normal working hours (8:00 a.m. a.m. to 5:00 

p.m. EST, Monday through Friday), and any proposal received 

after the above stated deadline will be returned unopened and 

will not be considered. 

Proposals shall include all information and materials required 

by Section 255.065, Florida Statutes. Proposals must also be 

accompanied by an application fee of $4,000. The County 

reserves the right to waive minor irregularities, to reject any or 

all proposals received, and to otherwise make a decision in the 

best interests of the County. The County also reserves the right 

to charge additional application review fees if deemed 

necessary and appropriate pursuant to Section 255.065(3)a(3), 

Florida Statutes.
