68B-39.003 Size Limit; Exception.

(1) A person harvesting pursuant to Rules 68B-39.005 and 68B-39.008, F.A.C., shall not harvest or possess, while in or on the waters of the state, a quantity of striped mullet smaller in size than 11 inches fork length, which quantity exceeds 10 percent of the total whole weight of all striped mullet in possession of the harvester at any time.

(2) All striped and silver mullet harvested for commercial purposes within or without the waters of the state shall be landed in a whole condition. The possession, while in or on state waters, of a mullet harvested for commercial purposes that has been deheaded, sliced, divided, filleted, ground, skinned, scaled, or deboned is prohibited. Mere evisceration or “gutting” of striped or silver mullet, or mere removal of gills before landing is not prohibited.
