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5C-9.001 Definitions. 

For the purpose of this chapter, the following words shall have the meaning indicated:

(1) Department – State Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Division of Animal Industry.

(2) Livestock inspector – A competent person employed by the department or the U.S. animal health division to act as a livestock inspector, livestock market inspector, range rider, or quarantine line road guard.

(3) Tick free area – Any area in which cattle fever ticks are not known to exist, or in which tick eradication has been completed, or which is not under quarantine by the department because of the presence of cattle fever ticks.

(4) Systematic tick eradication area – Any area comprised of tick infested and exposed herds wherein active and regular dipping of all cattle, horses, mules and asses is being conducted under supervision of the department.

(5) Livestock market – Any place in the state where livestock is assembled for sale, whether by private sale or public auction, or on a commission basis, wholly or in part.

(6) Approved dipping solution – Any solution which is recognized and approved by the department or the U.S. Department of Agriculture for the eradication of cattle fever ticks.

5C-9.002 Quarantine. 
If at any time cattle, horses, mules or asses are found to be infested with or exposed to the cattle fever tick anywhere within the state of Florida, they shall be immediately quarantined by the Department and subject to the provisions of this chapter governing tick eradication, movement and transportation of such animals.

5C-9.003 Systematic Tick Eradication Area.

(1) All cattle, horses, mules and asses in quarantined areas in which systematic tick eradication is being conducted shall be dipped regularly, or otherwise treated in an approved solution, as directed by representatives of the department, until such time as it is ascertained that such area is free of ticks and is released from quarantine.

(2) For the purpose of checking and apprehending undipped cattle, horses, mules and asses in quarantined areas in which systematic tick eradication is in progress, a livestock inspector shall uniformly mark all dipped cattle, horses, mules and asses, with a paint mark. Such paint mark, officially applied, shall be the only recognized indication that said animals have been dipped under official supervision.

(3) All hay, straw, pine straw, wild shrubbery, sod, plants, crossties, pulpwood, or similar material, on, in, by, or to which cattle fever ticks may become attached, carried, or transported, originating in a systematic tick eradication area, shall not be shipped, moved or transported in any manner into, within, or through a tick free area, tick quarantined area, or any other systematic tick eradication area unless and until thoroughly treated by the owner with an approved disinfectant under the supervision of a representative of the department.

(4) Hides of cattle, horses, mules or asses, or other animals known to be a host to cattle fever tick, originating in a systematic tick eradication area, may move into, within, or through a tick free area or any other systematic tick eradication area, provided such hides are dipped or sprayed under the supervision of a livestock inspector of the department in an approved dipping or spraying solution, and a written permit issued covering the movement to destination; and provided further, that hides which are accompanied by an affidavit stating that they have been salt cured for a period of at least seven (7) days may move from a systematic tick eradication area without necessity of dipping or spraying as set forth above.

5C-9.004 Movements from Systematic Tick Eradication Area.

(1) Cattle, horses, mules or asses originating in quarantined areas in which systematic tick eradication is being conducted, may be shipped or moved into tick free or other systematic tick eradication areas provided such animals have been inspected, found free of ticks, and dipped or otherwise treated in an approved solution as directed by a representative of the department, and moved to destination under authority of an official permit.

(2) Transportation companies, trucking companies or individuals shall furnish clean and disinfected cars, boats, trucks, planes, or other vehicles for cattle, horses, mules or asses moving under provisions of subsection (1) and deliver such animals to destination without exposure to tick infestation enroute.

(3) All stock yards, pens, lots, chutes, or other equipment in an area in which systematic tick eradication is being conducted shall be cleaned and disinfected under official supervision before they are used for the receipt of cattle, horses, mules, or asses for transportation as provided in subsection (1).

(4) Cars, boats, trucks, planes, or other vehicles, pens, lots, chutes, or other equipment used in the movement of cattle, horses, mules or asses, shall be cleaned of all bedding, manure, or other litter, and disinfected by the transportation company or owner under supervision of a representative of the department with an approved 5% cresylic solution, or its equivalent.

5C-9.005 Movements from Free Area to Quarantined Area. 

Cattle, horses, mules, and asses originating in a tick free area and straying, drifting or moving in any manner into a systematic tick eradication area, immediately and automatically attain the status of the specifically provided in Section 585.16, F.S., this chapter governing the movement of livestock into, within and from such areas.

5C-9.006 Hides, Importation.

(1) Hides of cattle, horses, mules, asses, or deer, or other animals known to be a host to the cattle fever tick, originating in or passing through any cattle fever tick exposed or tick infested area, state, or foreign country may move into Florida provided such hides have been salt cured for at least seven (7) days, after which they must have been dehydrated to a condition of flint dry hardness.

(2) Green hides or hides not meeting the requirements of subsection (1) originating in or passing through any cattle fever tick exposed or tick infested area, state, or foreign country, may not be imported into Florida.

(3) Hides moving into Florida in accordance with this section shall be subject to inspection by an authorized representative of the department before being permitted to proceed to point of destination.

5C-9.007 Violation of Rules. 

Any person, firm, corporation, transportation or other company which violates this chapter governing the control and eradication of cattle fever ticks, or the provisions of quarantine, inspection, disinfection, dipping, and movement of cattle, horses, mules or asses, hay, straw, sod, litter, bedding, manure, crossties, or pulpwood, is subject to prosecution for each such offense.
