(1) The determination as to whether probable cause exists to believe that a violation of the provisions of Chapter 456, or 463, F.S., or of the rules promulgated thereunder, has occurred shall be made by the probable cause panel of the Board.

(2) The probable cause panel shall be composed of at least two (2) present or former members of the Board of Optometry. At least one member of the panel must be a current Board member. At least one member shall be a present or former lay member, if available, willing to serve, and authorized by the Chair.

64B13-2.009 Meetings and Committees.

(1) The Board shall hold such meetings during the year as it may deem necessary, one of which shall be the annual meeting. The Chairman is authorized to appoint committees, composed of members of the Board, to assist in the performance of the Board’s functions. The Committee shall hold such meetings as deemed necessary.

(2) The following shall be considered to be official business involving the Board for which compensation may be received:

(a) Board meetings.

(b) Meetings of Committees appointed pursuant to subsection (1) of this rule.

(c) Meetings of a Board member with Department of Health staff or contractors of the Department.

(d) Meetings attended by a Board member where the attendance and participation of the Board member at the meeting has been:

1. Requested or approved by the secretary of the State Surgeon General or the Board; and,
2. The Board member’s participation at the meeting is related to the Board’s authority as set forth in Chapter 463, F.S.

(e) Probable Cause Panel Meetings.

(f) Telephone conference calls may still be utilized to conduct business of the Board; however compensation may not be received for such calls.

(g) Other business involving the Board. The phrase “other business involving the board” shall include the participation in any Board activity approved by the Board which relates to the Board’s duty, responsibility or authority as set forth in Chapter 463 or 456, F.S. However, telephone conference calls utilized to conduct other business involving the board will not be compensated.
(3) A Board member’s absence shall be considered unexcused if the Board member did not receive approval from the chairperson or the chairperson’s designee prior to the date of the meeting.

64B13-2.011 Public Comment.
The Board of Optometry invites and encourages all members of the public to provide comment on matters or propositions before the Board or a committee of the Board. The opportunity to provide comment shall be subject to the following:

(1) Members of the public will be given an opportunity to provide comment on subject matters before the Board after an agenda item is introduced at a properly noticed board meeting.
(2) Members of the public shall be limited to 3 minutes to provide comment. This time shall not include time spent by the presenter responding to questions posed by Board members, staff or board counsel. The chair of the Board may extend the time to provide comment if time permits.

(3) A member of the public shall notify board staff in writing of his or her interest to be heard on a proposition or matter before the Board. The notification shall identify the person or entity, indicate support, opposition, or neutrality, and identify who will speak on behalf of a group or faction of persons consisting of three or more persons. Any person or entity appearing before the Board may use a pseudonym if he or she does not wish to be identified.
