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64B18-16.006
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64B18-16.002 Board Approval of Residency Programs.

(1) Podiatric residency programs in this State must receive and maintain Board approval by applying for such approval from the Board, by submitting documentation to show compliance with Section 461.014, F.S., and by on-going compliance with Section 461.014, F.S. The Board is under no obligation to grant approval to any program which does not demonstrate compliance with Section 461.014, F.S.

(2) The Board will withdraw approval upon finding that a podiatric residency program has failed to comply with Section 461.014, F.S.

(3) If approval is to be withdrawn, the Board will issue a Notice of Intention to Withdraw Approval. Thereafter the proceedings will be governed by Section 120.57, F.S.

(4) When approval has been withdrawn, residents enrolled in the program on or before the date on which the final order is rendered or the Notice of Intention to Withdraw Approval becomes final, will not be approved for examination or licensure by the Board unless they have complied with Section 461.014(1)(c), F.S. Residents enrolled after the date on which the final order is rendered or the Notice of Intention to Withdraw Approval becomes final, will not be allowed to take the examination or be licensed, until or unless they have completed one year of residency in a program with Board approval in effect during the residency.

On July 1 of each year, each Residency Program Director shall provide the Board with information regarding each podiatric resident using the Podiatric Resident Hospital Report form DH-MQA 1140 (revised 3/2014), hereby adopted and incorporated by reference, that can be obtained from http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-04136, the Board of Podiatric Medicine’s website at http://floridaspodiatricmedicine.gov/licensing/.

64B18-16.006 Registration Requirements of Podiatric Residents.

(1) Every podiatric resident participating in a residency program in a hospital in this state shall register with the Board within sixty (60) days of the date of commencement of residency using the Podiatric Resident Registration Form DH-MQA 1139 (revised 7/2016), http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-07535, hereby adopted and incorporated by reference, that can be obtained from the web at http://www.doh.state.fl.us/mqa/podiatry/index.html.
(2) The Board will deny the application for examination and licensure of any resident who is obliged to register with the Board pursuant to Section 461.014(1)(c), F.S., but who fails to do so.
