64B6-3.001 Application for Initial License.

(1) The Department shall issue a license to each applicant who has completed the appropriate form, paid the initial licensure fee, and whom the Board certifies has met the licensing requirements of Chapter 484, Part II, F.S., and minimal procedures and equipment requirements of Chapter 64B6-6, F.A.C. The application shall be made on the Hearing Aid Specialist Application for Licensure Form, Form DH-MQA 1156 (revised 7/2020), hereby adopted and incorporated by reference, and can be obtained from http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-12593 or the Board of Hearing Aid Specialists’ website at http://floridashearingaidspecialists.gov/applications/app-initial-licensure.pdf.

(2) Payment of the fee and all other licensing requirements required by this rule shall be met within ninety (90) days of notification of licensure eligibility, or the eligibility certification becomes null and void and the person must reapply for licensure.

64B6-3.002 Licensure Renewal – Spouses of Members of Armed Forces.

A licensee who is the spouse of a member of the Armed Forces of the United States and was caused to be absent from the State of Florida because of the spouse’s duties with the armed forces and who at the time the absence became necessary was in good standing with the Board of Hearing Aid Specialists and entitled to practice the dispensing of hearing aids in Florida shall be exempt from all licensure renewal provisions under these rules during such absence and for a period of three months after the licensee returns to the State of Florida. The licensee must show satisfactory proof of the absence and the spouse’s military status.

64B6-3.003 Delinquent Status Licenses.

(1) The failure of any license holder to either renew the license or elect inactive status before the license expires shall cause the license to become delinquent.

(2) The delinquent status licensee must affirmatively apply for active or inactive status during the licensure cycle in which the license becomes delinquent. The failure by the delinquent status licensee to cause the license to be renewed, inactivated, or retired before the expiration of the licensure cycle in which the license became delinquent shall render the license null and void without further action by the Board or the Department.

(3) The delinquent status licensee who applies for license renewal, inactive, or retired status shall:

(a) File with the Board the completed application for license renewal, inactive, or retired status;

(b) Pay to the Board the license renewal fee, the inactive status fee, or the retired status fee, the delinquency fee, and if applicable the processing fee; and,
(c) If renewal is elected, demonstrate compliance with the continuing education requirements found in subsection 64B6-5.001(1), F.A.C.

64B6-3.004 Requirements for Reactivation of an Inactive License.

An inactive license shall be reactivated upon demonstration that the licensee has paid the reactivation fee, and the processing fee, set forth in Rule 64B6-4.009, F.A.C., and must submit proof of successful completion of ten (10) hours per year of approved continuing education for each year of inactive status.

64B6-3.005 Inactive Status and Renewal of Inactive License.

(1) Any licensee may elect at the time of biennial license renewal to place the license into inactive status by filing with the Board a completed application for inactive status and the appropriate fee required by Rule 64B6-4.009, F.A.C.

(2) Inactive licenses must be renewed biennially including payment of the renewal fee set forth in Rule 64B6-4.009, F.A.C.

(3) An inactive license can be reactivated at any time provided the licensee meets the requirements of Rule 64B6-3.004, F.A.C.
