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69C-9.001 Purpose.

This rule establishes policies and procedures pursuant to section 17.57(6), F.S., as relates to supervision of banking related activities. This rule specifically establishes procedures for development of specifications for bids and request for proposals including methods of evaluation, evaluation criteria and standard contract terms related to banking contracts as defined below.

69C-9.002 Scope.

These rules establish procedures for the approval of banking services for State agencies as defined in section 216.011, F.S. and periodic reporting requirements for banking services.

69C-9.003 Definitions.

For the purpose of these rules, the following terms are defined as follows:

(1) The Treasury. The Treasury is the Chief Financial Officer.

(2) Financial Institution. An association, bank, industrial savings bank, trust company, international bank agency, or representative office, or credit union.

(3) Banking Services. Banking services consist of any contracted service activity that is provided by a financial institution or is a service which facilitates agency banking activities. This includes general depository services, automated clearing house (ACH) processing, electronic data interchange (EDI) servicing, investment services, and other associated data processing and consulting services. Also included are banking activities related to clients of the state, for example: Wards of the State, or individuals receiving benefits of a financial nature, within the control of a state agency.

69C-9.004 Procedures for Requesting Approval for Procurement of Banking Services.

Agency banking services must be authorized under general or specific statutory authority. An agency desiring to procure banking services shall comply with the following:

(1) Prior to development of specifications for the procured service, an agency shall submit in writing to the Chief Financial Officer, that information requested on Form DI4-1090, “Request for Authorization to Procure Banking Services.” Supporting documents that are relevant to the request shall be appended. The Chief Financial Officer’s review process shall include evaluation of the request in terms of achieving the most cost effective approach possible. The Chief Financial Officer shall determine whether the procurement method will result in an efficient method of handling financial assets under the control of the Chief Financial Officer or of the various state agencies. In making this determination, the Chief Financial Officer shall consider whether specialized consulting services are necessary, and whether a competitive selection process employing an Invitation to Bid or a Request for Proposal should be used. The Chief Financial Officer will respond to the request within seven working days of the receipt of all required information.

(2) The Chief Financial Officer’s response shall indicate the level of the Chief Financial Officer’s involvement, including developing the specifications, serving on the evaluation committee, and/or participating in the preparation and execution of a contract.

(3) Upon receipt of approval, the submitting agency shall designate a staff person to serve as liaison with the Chief Financial Officer in respect to proceeding with the procurement.

(4) Failure to comply with these provisions will render any resulting contract null and void.

69C-9.005 Annual Reporting Procedures.

Agencies will submit annually, by July 15, a list of existing banking service contracts, a brief description of the related services performed and the expiration dates for these contracts.

69C-9.006 Termination of a Contract.

Should the delivery of banking services be terminated, the agency involved will promptly advise the Chief Financial Officer of that event.

69C-9.007 Procedures for Requesting Approval for Amending Existing Banking Services.

Agencies shall submit to the Chief Financial Officer a request for authority to amend any contract relating to banking services as defined in this rule. This request will outline the reasons for requesting the amendment and it will include analysis that projects the potential cost impact of the amendment.

69C-9.008 Continuation of Existing Contracts.

The Chief Financial Officer shall continually monitor and evaluate all existing banking service contracts to ensure that efficient, reliable services are delivered and that pricing structures are justifiable based on current market conditions.

69C-9.009 Participation of the Chief Financial Officer.

The Chief Financial Officer shall participate in all issues concerning banking services. Agencies shall keep the Chief Financial Officer informed as to any developments which have a bearing on the delivery of services, whether the elements be qualitative or quantitative in nature.
