9J-19.003 Role of Permit Coordinator.

(1) The Permit Coordinator is the administrator of coordinated agency review and the primary contact person for an applicant who elects to utilize coordinated review. However, the Permit Coordinator shall not have authority to issue a permit or to bind an agency on any issue within the agency’s jurisdiction. The coordinator has the following duties:

(a) To be knowledgeable about local, regional, state, and federal permits required for projects in the Florida Keys and information requirements for coordinated review and to advise and assist applicants at their request;

(b) To supply coordinated review application forms, advise applicants of the information required to fill out the forms, and the procedures for submitting the applications. However, only an agency shall determine whether an application is complete for the purposes of Section 120.60(2), F.S.;

(c) To receive an application from an applicant and distribute copies to the appropriate state and regional agencies; and to keep the applicant and agencies advised of the progress of the application;

(d) To notify the Monroe County Development Review Coordinator or the appropriate municipal official that an applicant has elected to use the coordinated review process and to coordinate a meeting of the county or city Development Review Committee to consider both the local application and the coordinated review application.

(2) The Permit Coordinator shall submit an annual report to the State Land Planning Agency, Monroe County, the City of Layton, and the City of Key Colony Beach by April 1, 1988, one year after other agency rules are adopted; and each year thereafter. The report shall document the number and types of applications filed, and assess the success of the coordinated review process. The State Land Planning Agency shall forward the report with recommendations for improving the coordinated review process to the Interagency Management Committee.
