DEMONSTRATION OF PROFICIENCY: Once testing on a proficiency skill has begun, no additional training, assistance, or practice is allowed on that proficiency skill. A basic
recruit student shall exhibit the appropriate stances and the principles of presence and relative positioning in the execution of the required defensive tactics techniques. A
basic recruit student shall demonstrate 100% proficiency of all minimum required techniques in all categories to pass the performance portion of the CMS Criminal Justice
Defensive Tactics Course. The minimum number of required techniques for law enforcement and correctional probation is 41 and the minimum number of required
techniques for correctional is 42.

WRITTEN END-OF-COURSE EXAMINATION: A basic recruit student shall achieve a score of no less than 80% on the required written end-of-course examination.

RETEST: A basic recruit student shall be given the opportunity for one additional attempt at the required demonstration of defensive tactics proficiency skills or one re-
examination of the required written end-of-course examination for the CMS Criminal Justice Defensive Tactics Course, but not both.

A basic recruit student, who has failed to pass the required written end-of-course examination or the required demonstration of proficiency, after a second attempt, shall be
deemed to have failed the CMS Criminal Justice Defensive Tactics Course.
