a. A broker may not request to revert to sales associate status until after the expiration of the 
broker license.  See Florida Statutes, Section 475.17 (4) (c)  

b. The 14 Hours of Continuing Education may not be completed prior to the expiration of the 
license. 

c. The 14 Hours of Continuing Education must be completed within 6 months of the first 
expiration date of the broker license. 

d. Send a check or money order for $85.00 to the Department of Business and Professional 
Regulation, 1940 North Monroe Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0783. 

e. Note:  A broker is not eligible to revert to sales associate status if the broker license has 
been renewed one or more times once prior to this.
