The term, “nursing/medical intervention and/or evaluation” refers to
ordered encounters between youth and nursing or medical staff (or those reasonably anticipated to be needed, based on the
status of the youth) for evaluation (e.g., blood pressure checks, laboratory testing) or treatment (e.g., dressing changes,
colostomy care, respiratory treatments), and the like;

Note: If a youth’s status is such that more than one grade is possible (for example, he has stable asthma which has not required
any intervention for over 12 months [medical grade of 2] and he is receiving an antidepressant for depression [medical grade of
5], assign the higher grade.
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
